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Majhi City Taka- Tak Abhiyan

On 24th January 2016 -the Sunday before Republic Day — the
city witnessed the launch of the “Majhi City Taka- Tak”
Campaign. An initiative of the Aurangabad Municipal
Corporation (AMC) and Confederation of Indian Industry (ClI)
this campaign aims to bring Aurangabad to number 1
position under the Swachh Bharat Mission ranking in 2016.

Youth from across the city, including students from over 70
schools gathered at 8 locations across the city to recover
littered plastic and paper and clean the areas. The entire
leadership of the city including Commissioner Mr. Kendrekar,
Mayor Mr. Tupe and Deputy Mayor Mr. Rathod and business
leaders including Mr. Narayanan of Cll (Endress+Hauser), Mr.
Tripathi of Bajaj, Mr. Kelkar of Grind Master were present
and demonstrated their commitment to the campaign

Over 150 bags full of plastic and paper were recovered
during the drive.




In phase 1 of the Majhi City Taka- Tak, training
programs were conducted for the entire sanitation
department of AMC. In the phase 2, the zone teams
applied their learning from the first phase in 12 wards
— 2 wards in each zone. The Sanitation Inspectors and
Jawans worked in coordination to create route maps,
establish resource recovery centres, carry out
awareness programs on source segregation, develop
solutions for specialized waste streams etc.

After one month of on- field deployment in the 12
wards, the areas are becoming free of open dumps. A
daily reduction of 27 trips (avg) to Naregaon has
been observed as a result of the work in these 12
wards. The working conditions of the Jawaans and
labour have also seen tremendous improvement. The
Jawaans are also working to find ways to integrate the
informal sector into dry waste collection and sorting.
